Curriculum

Instruction in each content area at O’Loughlin Elementary School
is based upon the knowledge that if experiences allowing the hu-
| man brain to form connections are utilized, information will be
more fully learned and retained. Teachers at O’Loughlin are dedi-
cated to finding the best instructional methods that will develop
significant learning within an atmosphere that will foster the excite-
ment of discovery. The classroom teacher is continuously stretch-
ing and extending current student knowledge. Because O’Loughlin practices an including
model for gifted and talented students, as well as for the exceptional students, it is essential
that teachers provide extended learning opportunities.

Opportunities for learning have provided O’Loughlin students in a variety of ways
to challenge and meet their individual needs and learning styles. Staff members have met to
develop curriculum objectives for each subject area at
each grade level which incorporates, but are not limited
to, district objectives. Objectives are written to reflect
the goals and language of national math and science
standards. Recent revisions included teaching skills at
each grade level which build toward meeting Kansas
Assessment requirements in social studies, science, read-
ing, writing, and math.

The O’Loughlin concept provides for hands-on learning for children. Themes are devel-
oped by the staff and instruction is provided through the year to meet content objectives.
Authentic learning tasks are developed to make learning meaningful for children. Chil-
dren’s fictional and non-fictional material are utilized in the reading program in lieu of a
basal text. A combination approach of phonics and whole language is used as children read,
write, and develop learning projects. The traditional mathematics curriculum was found by
the study group to be far less aggressive than needed by children in today’s demanding
world.

O’Loughlin staff members abandoned the traditional

fl mathematics program and designed their own by utilizing

their creativity and several resources. A manipulative ap-

proach is utilized which enables children as young as kin-

¥ dergarten and first grade to develop a real understanding of

 the mathematical concepts. These students are able to proc-

ess problems which involve fractions and simple algebra.

Evaluations

O’Loughlin has an active PTA Board of Directors and a Site-Based Council composed of parents, community
members, and O’Loughlin staff, who serve in an advisory capacity. These boards serve as resource and review
boards for policies, goals, and priorities for O’Loughlin Elementary School.

School have ongoing input into the goals and activities at O’Loughlin. When the school opened, each class-
room of students spent time developing the code of conduct and expectations for O’Loughlin students. Each year
the students review the code and make suggestions and recommendations for additions or changes.

The O’Loughlin staff is dedicated to the creation of a learning environment that is safe and supportive for
children. Teachers often eat lunch with their students even though they
have a duty-free lunch period. Teaches supervise their own recesses in or-
der to provide a learning environment free from schedules. No bells inter-
rupt the school day and classrooms are busy at learning centers. Teachers
and students together determine when recess breaks are needed.

The O’Loughlin staff meets during weekly staff development staff meetings. During this time, the staff
brainstorms ideas, examines progress and make suggestions for the good of the program. Each teacher conducts an
orientation for parents at the beginning of the year.

As
the largest town in the northwest quadrant of Kansas, Hays is a
retail, medical, and educational hub.

Turning a Dream Into a Reality
O’Loughlin was developed through the dedication of a group of educators from the Hays community who
met and studied educational research for a two-period. These educators examined educational literature that
described elements for successful programs in this country and many other
countries. During the two years, this team was in existence, a dream of what

Turning a Dream Into a Reality

A partnership was developed with Fort Hays State University to utilized the
O’Loughlin Project as an opportunity for public schools and Institutes of Higher Learn-
ing to collaborate. When the O’Loughlin principal was selected, one of her first acts
was to establish a team of teachers to join her as the direction of the project was devel-
oped. Some of the first team of teachers remain at O’Loughlin at this time to provide
leadership and direction for the continuing O’Loughlin Project.

O’Loughlin Elementary opened its doors at the beginning of the 1990 school
year with 210 students. The school, fittingly, was name for a Kansas pioneer: Kathryn
O’Loughlin McCarthy of Hays. She was elected in 1932 as the first woman to represent
Kansas in Congress; she devoted her public service career to championing children,
women, the poor, and minorities, especially encouraging educations. She would be
proud of the newest school in her hometown.
